Loose packing pepper in Kochi weakened from earlier Rs111 per kg to Rs108-110 levels which saw prices depressed for some categories . The local traders, however, were seen quoted different prices based on different qualities of pepper. Golden polished variety was seen trade at Rs118-122 levels per kg in the Delhi local markets whereas unpolished pepper were seen trade at Rs130-142 levels for ols crop while new crop was seen trade at Rs120-128 per kg. Mumbai was seen trade at Rs6500-7500 per 50 kg today for Black Pepper.

While arrivals of around 1000-1200 bags is reported to be regular into the Delhi markets but the demand is seen to be weak It is reported that good amount of arrivals are being stored into the warehouses on low activity. Activity was seen to be low still for the third day today on weak demand in the Delhi market. On low activity in the market, the traders offered cloves at even prices lower by Rs5 per kg and saw trade at Rs395 levels today. Cloves in Mumbai were seen to be at Rs4050-4100 per 10 kg levels for Zanzibar origin while Colombo origin was seen trade at Rs3900-3975 levels and Indonesian variety at Rs4000-4050 levels.

Cumin was seen weak in the Delhi markets too on the back of weak demand in the Unjha mandi which is considered to be the production centre . Prices were seen to be firming up for the last two days on good demand instead of the good arrivals  into the Unjha mandi . Major buyers during this period were seen to be Calcutta, Bangalore , Delhi along with little exports demand coming up. Fresh arrivals of around 10-11000bags of new crop of cumin were reported to have arrived into the Unjha mandi . Ganesh variety of Cumin were seen trade at Rs1710 per 20 kg from early levels of Rs1750 levels. On the back of weakening in the prices for Cumin in Unjha mandi, Delhi markets too followed the trend and were seen weak at Rs90 per kg.

No fresh arrivals of Chilli is reported from Guntur into the Delhi markets. As reported earlier, traders in Delhi do not find prices competitive as Guntur mandi is seen firm up on good demand from stockists resulting in lack of parity in Delhi for the traders. Activity as well as demand is seen to be low on prices quoted at higher levels in Delhi. Guntur Pala(new) were quoted higher by Rs100 to Rs2700-2800 levels while Guntur Packing was seen trade at Rs3200-3300 per quintal. Nagpur dandi was seen firm up at Rs2700 levels .
