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Edible oil basket showed steady sentiments at various market places. Mustard oil, sunflower oil and Groundnut oil prices traded steady while, Palm oil and Soy oil prices traded up at various markets.
Geo-political tension between Russia and Ukraine led to firm edible oil prices internationally as well as domestically, as it will impact edible oil supply chain globally. 

Soybean oil
· Prices are firm as Russia-Ukraine conflict affects exports of Sun oil from Ukraine, resulting in higher demand for soy oil.
· CBOT Soy oil prices shot up taking support from rising crude oil prices and competing oils prices.
· Harvesting in Northern Brazil is hampered due to heavy rainfall, while southern Brazil faces hot and dry weather condition.

Palm oil
· BMD palm oil Malaysia prices shot up taking support from Russo-Ukraine conflict.
· Tension between Ukraine and Russia also fueled the prices. Prices are expected to remain firm for the month backed by firm demand. 
· Malaysia’s palm oil export for period of 1-20 Feb jumps up to 8.18 Lakh Tons compared to 6.34 LT last month. Jump was seen as export demand shifted from Indonesia to Malaysia. Prices are expected to remain firm taking support from geo-political issue between Ukraine and Russia.  

Mustard oil
· Mustard oil prices are correcting as arrivals picks up in markets. Higher crop production will curb prices however, firm sentiment for all the edible oil basket internationally may minimize the price pressure.
· Arrivals have pick up from last week of February as expected by AgriWatch.
· COOIT expects mustard crop for Rabi 2022 at 100-110 lakh tonnes (LT) compared to 85 LT last year. Agriwatch has estimated the RM seed production to be at 105.2 lakh tonnes for year 2021-22.
Outlook: Edible oil basket is expected to feature firm trend for the week.
